🌤  1. Light is Everything

• Schedule photos mid-morning or late afternoon for warm, natural light.

• Open all blinds and curtains — natural daylight looks bigger, brighter, and more 
welcoming.

• Turn on every light inside (lamps too!) — warm bulbs work best.

• Replace any burnt-out bulbs with the same color temperature for a consistent glow.

🧺  2. Declutter, Then Declutter Again

• Remove personal photos, piles of mail, magnets on the fridge, and small countertop 
appliances.

• Leave one or two decorative items per surface — a plant, a tray, or a vase is enough.

• For bathrooms: clear counters, close toilet lids, hang fresh towels.

• Remember: less is more. Clean, open spaces help buyers imagine their own belongings 
there.

🪑  3. Simple Staging Works Wonders

• Straighten chairs, fluff pillows, and smooth out bedding.

• Add small, natural accents — a bowl of fruit, a folded throw, or coastal artwork.

• Align rugs, chairs, and decor to show clear, symmetrical lines for photos.

• Outdoors: hide hoses, garbage bins, and pool cleaning gear before photos.



🌴  4. Curb Appeal Counts

• Sweep walkways, mow the lawn, and trim bushes.

• Park cars out of the driveway and clear the street in front if possible.

• Wipe off windows, patio furniture, and doors — shine those handles!

📸  5. Bonus Photo Prep Checklist

✅  All lights on 

✅  Ceiling fans off 
✅  Blinds open evenly 

✅  Counters clear 

✅  Floors vacuumed / mopped 

✅  Doors and closet doors closed 

✅  Toilet lids down 

✅  Pets secured away from photo areas
