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Residents of Barton Creek West visit and 
enjoy the Greenbelt's beautiful vistas, 
forested pathways, and cool waters. The 
Greenbelt is used regularly by numerous 
residents for a variety of activities through-
out the Greenbelt.  To better understand 
how long-term management of the BCW 
Greenbelt can enhance those activities, Siglo 
and ESC conducted an online survey of 
residents and spoke with individuals on the 
BCW Greenbelt Committee to better 
understand how residents use the Greenbelt 

and how management can better fulfill their 
long-term needs.  This section looks at some 
of the elements affecting residents' experi-
ence including orientation, wayfinding, 
accessibility, pathways and trail connectivity, 
educational opportunities, activities, 
trespassing, trail safety, resident encroach-
ment, and views.  

SURVEY RESULTS
An online resident survey was conducted to 
better understand how residents are using 
the Greenbelt.  The survey was open from 
July 20th to 29th of 2013, during which 
time 173 surveys were completed.  The 
survey asked residents how often they use 
the Greenbelt, what they do while there, 
what parts they visit, and where improve-
ments could support greater utilization.  
The survey also asked what concerns 
residents had about the Greenbelt and how 
they would be interested in engaging with 
the community around Greenbelt issues in 
the future.  A complete list of questions is 
included at the end of this section.

The Greenbelt is clearly an asset that is 
highly valued by Barton Creek West resi-
dents.  The survey showed a very high rate of 
usage, with 97% of survey respondents 
using the Greenbelt at least a few times a 
year and 42% visiting it at least weekly.  A 

little over 11% of respondents said they use 
the Greenbelt every day.  

The vast majority of respondents (93%) 
reported, not surprisingly, that they use the 
Greenbelt for walking.  "Relaxation" and 
"Family Time" were also popular responses, 
with about 65% of respondents choosing 
those. "Walking the Dog" and "Nature 
Exploration" were both chosen by about half 
of respondents, and "Running" was selected 
by about 33%. Other reported activities 
were mountain biking (19%), fishing (18%), 
birding (10%), botanizing (4%), swimming 
(4%) and nature education.
